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The Super Stretching Ropes Trick

is fun for the whole family.  Its easy instructions and pictures make performing this trick a snap for all ages.

The trick consists of three different length ropes and the secret for stretching the ropes.  These durable ropes are made of white Teflon, and each rope end is hand-sewn to prevent fraying.  The shortest rope (A-X) is 7 inches long, the medium rope (B-Y) measures 16 inches, and the longest rope (C-Z) is 25 inches long.  These lengths are important in making the trick work because A-X and C-Z are looped together so that the halves (3.5" + 12.5") equal the length of B-Y (16").

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Before actually performing this trick, practice several times in front of a mirror until you are comfortable with it.
Step 1: Show the three ropes to your audience.  Let them feel the ropes to make sure that the ropes don’t stretch and are in fact differing lengths. You say: Notice these ropes are all different lengths and are made of durable Teflon making them impossible to stretch.
Step 2: Collect the ropes into your left hand.  Your hand should be sideways, with your fingers pointing to your right.  Hold the ropes  between your thumb and fingers with your palm facing toward you.  Make sure that the ropes are lined up shortest to longest with the longest rope closest to your finger tips.  Ends A, B, and C should be showing above your hand.
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You say: Now I am going to use all of my magical powers to stretch these ropes to be exactly the same length. 

Step 3: Keep the loop hidden behind your hand as you do the following: take the bottom of the shortest rope (X), loop it behind the longest rope and place end X in your hand,  between the medium and longest rope ends  (B and C).
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Step 4: Take the bottom of the medium length rope (Y) and loop it to the outside.  Loop the end of the long rope (Z) to the outside.  The ends of your ropes will be in this order: A,B,X,C,Y,Z.

You say: Abracadabra  (or your favorite magic words to help “stretch” the ropes.) 
Step 5: With your right hand grasp the three outside ends (C,Y,Z) and pull your hands apart until the ropes are pulled tight. 

You say: Tada!!!!
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Step 6: Return all the ends to your left  hand. Pull them out of your hand one at a time, showing that they are back to their original length.  You say: Notice that the ropes have returned to their original length.  (Take your bows).

Tips


· As you practice, make sure the loop can’t be seen by the audience.  If this is a problem, start with more of the rope ends showing above your hand.

· Make sure that the audience does not see the inside of your hands as you perform the trick.

· If something does go wrong, an easy way to cover your mistake is to drop the ropes, you say: Oops, clumsy me,  and start over at step 2.

· If audience is skeptical after your trick, let them test the ropes once again.

· Keep out of reach of small children: strangulation danger.

· Although ropes are made of high-quality Teflon they are NOT recommended for use as cooking utensils. 
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
